In the next few weeks we will begin a new choir as well so that we might sing 
praises to the God who does all things well and is making all things new.  It is 
great to be a part of such a lively and renewing community!  Come, taste and 
see all the new things that God is doing in and through St. Matthew’s, and 
give yourselves to the joy of being renewed and of making all things new.

The water is large enough that kayaking took place twice this year and folks come to fish every   
Saturday.  The reservoir has been open all summer on Saturdays and has been granted an extension, with many 
thanks to the City Council, to open on Saturdays during October from around 9 AM to 5PM.
